The flow of traffic in Myrtle Edwards Park runs from north to south. No vehicle will be allowed to drive south to north. If you have multiple booths, you will need to exit the park in the south and drive back to the north vehicle entrance to re-enter the park. There are no exceptions. Vehicles caught driving south to north will be turned around immediately. 

By purchasing a vehicle load in/out pass, you agree:

1. For each of your load-in vehicles, you will complete a vehicle registration form and obtain a vehicle load-in pass. You are required to display this pass on the dashboard (driver side) at all times while your vehicle is in the park.  You must provide an onsite emergency contact name and phone number to be written on your vehicle pass. Do not leave your vehicle unattended. 
2. You must have your caution lights on while driving through the park. 
3. Do not exceed the 5 MPH speed limit. Do not drive aggressively or under the influence of anything that would impair your ability to control a motor vehicle. 
4. You are required to pull off the path onto the grass or park turf to allow other vehicles to pass you during load in/out. The city of Seattle requires all vehicles have wood pads under their tires when parked in city parks. Wood pads must be 3/4" (or thicker) - one for each wheel, including trailer wheels. Each pad should be at least twice as wide and long as the area of the tire that contacts the ground. Vehicles without wood pads will not be allowed to enter the city park. Vehicles not parked on wood pads in the city park may be towed at the owner's expense. Four wood pads are $20 at vendor check in. 
5. Seattle Hempfest does not provide parking for vendors. You will need to secure parking outside of the park after you have unloaded your vehicle. A complete list of parking garages can be found in the attendee section of our website. 
6. Vehicles will not be allowed into the park outside of vendor load-in/out hours. The entrance is closed promptly at designated times and anyone not present will have to walk their personal items into the park. The Seattle Hempfest vending team will be available to assist you; however we have a limited number of push carts and golf carts. Please bring a cart with you in case you are unable to arrive during these hours. 

Load in/out Hours: 

Friday 8:30am - 6:00pm
- All vehicles have to be out of the park by 7pm.

Saturday 5:00am - 8:00am – Gates closed promptly. No vehicular access after 8:00am. No Exceptions! 
- All vehicles must be out of the park by 9:00am sharp or risk being ticketed and towed by the Seattle Police Department.

Saturday 9:30pm - 11:00pm – All vehicles must be out of the park by 12:00am
Sunday 5:00am - 8:00am - Gates closed promptly. No vehicular access after 8:00am. No Exceptions! 
- All vehicles must be out of the park by 9:00am sharp or risk being ticketed and towed by the Seattle Police Department.

Sunday 9:30pm - 11:00pm – All vehicles must be out of the park by 12:00am
Monday 9:00am - 1:00pm – All vehicles must be out of the park by 2:00pm
All vehicles must leave the park immediately after loading or unloading. The City of Seattle Police Department will be ticketing and towing any vehicle left in the park after the designated load-in hours. Please be aware of other vehicles and respectful of the limited space available in the park. 

7. Seattle Hempfest considers public safety our first priority. We expect all of our vendors to do so as well. Please be aware at all times of pedestrians, golf carts, and other vehicles when driving in the park. 
8. Vendor load-out times will be assigned based on your booth’s location in the park. Your assigned load-out time will be clearly written on your vehicle pass. Vehicles arriving prior to their designated load-out time will be turned away and told to return at their scheduled time. There are places to wait near the Seattle Space Needle, on Magnolia Hill or along Elliot Ave. 

9. Seattle Hempfest realizes the logistical challenges involved in having the festival at Myrtle Edwards Park. Please be patient and do as much pre-planning as possible to avoid confusion at festival. 

[All vehicles towed will be done so at the expense of the owner. Seattle Hempfest is not responsible for damage caused by vehicles loading in and out of the park. 

Seattle Hempfest urges you to be patient and calm when loading in and out. Everyone is tired and ready to get in and out during load in/out. Pre-planning and patience help the process run smoothly and without incident.
