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                                                                             Seattle Hempfest Vending Agreement

By completing your transaction you agree:

1. You will not sell, display, or distribute marijuana, or any foods containing marijuana (“active” foods).  Vendors with samples of “active” foods will not be tolerated. Any vendors found to be in violation will, at Hempfest’s discretion, be immediately and permanently shut down and will also be required to leave the park upon the event’s closure that evening. We at Hempfest are great proponents of people’s freedom of choice, but we must enact these measures in order to protect the stability of our event and to ensure we will return in the future years to come. Please also note: It is an enhanced felony to sell drugs in a city park, including marijuana and any foods containing marijuana. All food sold at Hempfest must be prepared in a Washington-State-approved kitchen, and must be sold only from an authorized food booth. Sealed, individually wrapped, pre-packaged food items are permissible in a regular vending space only by pre-approval.
2. You will not sell any beverages unless you have purchased a beverage license from Hempfest. A beverage license can be purchased from Quartermonster, which is located in Main Operations at the park’s South end. Canned and bottled beverages are prohibited. 

3. You will not camp anywhere in the park. The City of Seattle does not allowing camping in city parks. Information on lodging accommodations can be found in the attendee section of our website.

4. You will not bring any pets into the park. Pets are not allowed in the park. Please leave them at home. 

5. You will not have amplified sound in your booth. You will be asked to turn off your music if it can be heard outside of your booth. Please respect your fellow Hempfest vendors.

6. You will not bring in any outside motorized vehicles of any kind during festival hours. This includes golf carts, mopeds, scooters, etc. Bicyclists must dismount during festivals hours. Please be aware of heavy foot traffic and consider public safety at all times. 

7. You will display your load-in vehicle pass at all times, as outlined in the vehicle registration form and agreement. All vehicles must be pre-registered with Hempfest to be inside the park. Wood is required under the tires of any vehicle that is parked on grass.

8. You will display your booth identification/number in a visible location at all times. 

9. You will not stake anything into the ground in the park. It is not permissible to tie anything to trees or other vegetation around your booth space or to set up awnings or other tents outside of your booth; however large umbrellas placed in umbrella stands can be used for shade if needed.
10.  You will not set up banners outside of your allotted booth perimeters. Banners placed on fencing or any other park structures will be removed. 

11. You will not leave behind any garbage or debris after loading out. Any vendor who leaves behind garbage or debris will be charged a clean-up fee of $200. It takes many volunteers to clean the park.

12. You will pay the City of Seattle and the Port of Seattle 10% of gross sales or $10, whichever is greater.  Each vendor is required to pay 10% of gross sales or $10, whichever is greater, for the privilege of vending in a public park. Seattle Hempfest is required by law to collect this tax on behalf of the city. We distribute the tax form at Hempfest, and collect payment onsite Sunday. Vendors who do not make the required 10% payment will not be allowed to return to Hempfest until payment has been made. 

13. If you have rented canopies or other equipment from Grand Event Rentals, the items will be delivered to the park prior to vendor load-in. If your items are not available upon arrival, please check with Grand Event Rentals and notify a vending coordinator so that we can troubleshoot the problem. Please note: You are responsible for damage to Grand Events Rental’s equipment. They will bill you for any damage.

Electricity is available to certain areas, in close proximity to large generators. The cost for electricity is $150 for an 110V 20AMP connection. If you have purchased electricity and experience a problem with your connection, please go to Quartermonster located inside operations to report your problem so that we can troubleshoot the problem with Hollywood Lights. If you have not previously purchased electricity and would like to check electricity availability to purchase for your booth, please go to Quartermonster.

We will have two ice trucks. One located South of Main Stage and the other near the North entrance across from North Operations. Ice can be purchased online prior to the event for $8.00 per bag until 8/1/10. Ice coupons may be purchased on site at North Operations or at Quartermonster in Operations for $9.00 per bag. Ice truck attendants will not be accepting cash, only coupons.

Failure to comply with any of the listed rules may result in the permanent closure of your booth, your immediate removal from Hempfest and being barred from future participation at Hempfest events. You will also forfeit all payments made to Seattle Hempfest in the event of booth closure.
